Podcast Example: Podcast explains how to use a
product - Sell the product on your website.

Podcast Example: Podcast provides information
regarding the "what" - sell books, audios and videos
teaching the "how".

Free gift when you open a bank account

Podcast Example: Podcast promotes your free e-book -
sell individual coaching.

Podcast Example: Podcast gives away tools and
templates relating to a topic - sell webinars, seminars
and coaching.

Loss leaders at retail stores

Podcast Example: Free podcast promotes bonus audio
subscription with purchase of a product.

Podcast Example: Podcast contains part of an
interview. Give away collection of full interviews with a
membership or purchase of a product.

Supermarket specials

Podcast Example: Podcast promotes bonus podcast
exclusively for paid membership.

Podcast Example: Podcast promotes buy one get one
free tickets to a seminar, digital courses or memberships.

Gift boxes for new mothers

Podcast Example: Podcast is a portion of a larger
recording that is for sale.

Podcast Example: Podcast promotes free chapter of a
book that is for sale.

Magazine subscriptions

Podcast Example: Podcast promotes free month of a
membership.

Podcast Example: Podcast delivers one module of a
larger, paid course.
